ROTARY WORLD HELP NETWORK (RWHN)
PROCEDURE TO OBTAIN HUMANITARIAN AID
Definitions:
1. Sponsoring Club. A Club that is a member of the Rotary World Help Network.

2. Recipient Club. The Rotary Club in a country other than Canada that agrees to act as the recipient of the container being sent and fills out and signs the “Request for Humanitarian Aid” the release form known as the “Program Agreement  Form” and submits both form to RWHN. 
3. This Club is also responsible for the completion of the “Cargo Distribution Report” within two weeks after the container has been received and the materials distributed. 
RWHN is an organization that provides humanitarian aid and it belongs to Rotary International. Our branch is located in the Province of British Columbia, Canada and it has 40 member clubs.

RWHN gets donations from various hospitals, consisting of medical equipment and devices which usually are in good conditions.  Occasionally, it also receives educational material and computers from different institutions.  

The way in which we offer this aid is through the rotary clubs located worldwide.  The Sponsoring club covers part of the delivery expenses (approximately $ 2,500) and the rest is paid by the Rotary World Help Network through funds provided by one or more of the 40 clubs from RWHN. In some cases the Recipient Club may be in a position to cover the $ 2500.00 required to partially fund the shipment.

A shipment  bears an average market value of US $250,000 to $500,000 and normally it includes: items (such as) hospital beds, sheets, examination tables,  lights for operation rooms, wheel chairs, crutches, walking sticks, bandaging, syringes, respiratory tubes, computers, books, laboratory equipment and others.  

The process for the request for humanitarian aid begins when the sponsor club sends a letter to RWHN, printed in letterhead, explaining the circumstances. The form identified as “Request for Humanitarian Aid” should be attached to the letter.  The Request for Humanitarian must be fully filled out and signed by the Recipient club. A cheque for $2500.00 which is the Sponsoring club’s cost to ship the container should also be submitted at this time.

 As soon as we are ready to complete the order, 4 to 8 weeks, we will get in touch with the Sponsor club to provide the information required to proceed with the loading of the container and confirm the shipping date in order to start the legal actions required by customs. At that time we will also send to the Sponsoring club the Program Agreement form that the Recipient club should sign and return to us prior to the loading of the container. 

Immediately after receiving the shipment and getting it out from customs, the Recipient club should send an acknowledgment of receipt for said delivery and fill out the form identified as “Cargo Distribution Report”, which is attached.  The Recipient club and / or the Sponsoring Club, will also send to RWHN any pictures, articles from newspapers, stories or personal anecdotes to demonstrate all the benefits obtained from the aid granted.

Please let us know as soon as your club is ready in order to start this new experience which will benefit people of our planet.
